MARINA – 

 

Gas and other items will be sold on a CASH ONLY basis and 

checks will be honored ONLY from D.Y.C. Members.  

OUTSIDERS MUST PAY CASH. 

 

There shall be no open fires within the Clubhouse property, on 

the FLOATS or on a BOAT in the marina because of the danger 

of escaping gas fumes.  A boat must leave the marina and anchor 

in the middle of the basin -- well away from other boats. 

 

Repairs to finger floats are to be done by the members who 

occupy them and at their own expense, using their own lumber.  

If a finger float must be completely rebuilt, the club will 

reimburse the members $100 total for an Inboard Float and $50 

total for an Outboard Float.  Bills for materials must be approved 

by the appropriate Float Chairman who will recommend to the 

Board either approval of disapproval. 

 

The rule reads 

No one, including Members and/or offspring of members, is 

allowed to use any boat unless the member-owner is present.  

Associate Members wishing to use a parent’s boat must have 

written permission on file with the Secretary. 

 

It should read 
The following MEMBERS will be allowed to use another 

member’s boat:  father, mother, sister, brother, son or daughter, 

Associate Member, children of members who have a letter on 

file, a mechanic with permission of the Float Chairman, or any 

other member who has a permanent float assignment of his/her 

own. **2Rev. 8/12/99 

 

The rule reads 

The Breakdown Slip is to be used ONLY by boats currently on 

hooks (moorings) for the purpose of repair and general 

maintenance.  This Breakdown Slip is to be used for a maximum 

of 48 hours at a time.  The fine for unauthorized use of this slip is 

$25. per day.**3Rev. 9/07/95 



Security Watches 
There seems to be a lax attitude about the security 

watches this year. People should realize that without a 

full-time steward on the premises it is that much more 

important that we protect ourselves. There is a $50.00 

fine for not doing your watch. The watch slip must be 

signed and punched hourly. Slips that are made out to 

be illegible will be billed. You are responsible to see 

that your assigned watch is covered and the time of the 

watch is on the slips (we are moving into EST the 

watch hours are 7 PM to 11 PM). The fines are billed 

monthly and can affect your right to vote and to put 

your boat in the marina this spring. The calendar is in 

the newsletter and posted on the bulletin board at the 

club.
