Along with that said we need too start some type of fund so we will be able to
dredge our marina. The board has recommended that we hire the engineer Jack
Hannon that we’ve been using to get the permits for the repair of the lockers which
are now in place. The big discussion is how we are going to fund such a large
project. We have known for some time that all the work to the facilities here was
going to be very expensive. As time goes by it keeps getting more and more
expensive. We’ve made good progress with the structural beams under the club
house along with the siding and interior of the club but the dredging is going to be
our biggest project and expense. How to go about this is up to the club members and
needs to be fair to everyone. Nothing is free but we are looking into getting help
with the funding and seeking advice as to how we go about this endeavor. The
permit and testing process seems to be endless and will probably take a few years.
We need to establish a fund for this under taking and set some type of user fees
before the next billing of the club in November in order to prepare for the cost of
this project. I hope I haven’t scared everyone but we have done a lot these past few
years. We’re looking at a new marina and a safe and refurbished club house now we
need to move on this dredging project. Every member has a say so let’s hear your
ideas. This is a little long so let’s end as always. Please be careful coming and going
from the club whether by boat or car.

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DYC BOD Meeting May 7, 2009

Present at the meeting:

Officers: Paul Polito, Danny Campbell, Bill Rizzi, Lee Perry

Board member Bob Mirabito was excused

Member Steve Cavanaugh filled in for secretary Steve Feldman, who was in a car accident.

The meeting was called to order at 7:26 P.M.

One new member was presented to the Board, Mike Nee, a Boston police officer, who is being sponsored by Jack
Donegan and Dave Greenwood. Mr. Nee paid his $50.00 application fee and will be present at the general meeting
on May 14, 2009.

Treasurer's Report:

Lee Perry read the details of our expenses for the the past month, which included paying:

1 the city of Boston, for a license for gas tank for $600.00;

1 the city of Boston, for the real estate tax bill for this quarter for $5022.00;
1 NStar, which was paid a total of $892.00 for electricity;
"1 Dave Greenwood paid $6113.16 for clubhouse siding;

1 a further electrical bill, to install posts/stanchions was $7015;

and the full report will be read at the General Member meeting.

There was income: $4164.00.

Additionally, Lee stated that it would cost $10.00 per pay period to set up direct deposit for the stewards, which the
Board agreed would be a good solution to paying them.

In response to a question, Dave Greenwood clarified that only he or steward, Joe Crane, do the ordering for house
supplies.

Correspondence

We have received our license certificate to sell motor fuel from Massachusetts.

House Committee:

Dave Greenwood reported that the clubhouse is almost done; while the original plan was to do two sides this year
and two the next, the combined facts of the impending discontinuation of the color siding we had selected, and the
discovery of significant rot and mold on the other two sides, led to the decision to complete the entire job this
season. The job should be completed within 2 weeks.

Dave Greenwood proposed that the stewards' work hours be changed to 9 a.m. to 6 p.m., 7 days per week. This will
simplify record keeping for payroll, and clarify

Dave reported that the gas pump is working, and that gas is being sold for $2.59.9 per gallon. Because gas was
ordered last year at $4.01/gallon, and we 2000 gallons, we are taking a loss selling at this price, but it was felt we
could not charge $4.00 per gallon given current prices. The fuel company has been informed that only Dave or Joe
Crane can order gas deliveries in the future.

There was discussion about charging a different fee for members and non-members, given that Savin Hill does this
and that Old Colony recently began charging $40.00 to use their ramp, a higher price than is charged to their
members. No decision was reached on this issue.

Inboard Float Committee

Al Chouinard reported that water and power are on on the inboard side.

Work continues on the new outboard floats: decking is down, electrical still being hooked up.

Al reported that the old docks would be removed after this weekend. Dave Greenwood was able to get rid of three
by putting them on Craig's List, which saves the club the cost of disposal.

Al brought up the question of requiring insurance for boats in the marina.

After much discussion, the motion was made by Dave Greenwood, and seconded by Ray Tomasini that:



Motion

All boats kept at the Dorchseter Yacht Club must have Liability insurance and Environmental Liability insurance;
effective July 1, 2009. Proof of insurance must be furnished to the club, which will be named a "certificate holder"
of the insurance.

This motion will be amended to include liability dollar limits at the May General members meeting, and then
placed in the May Lighthouse newsletter, to be voted on at the June General Meeting.

Al reported that the Mooring float should be ready soon and that he will attempt to put it in once the other floats are
taken care of. We will need to clear the mooring field, as we expect more members to have boats than we have
available slips.

Paul Polito suggested that the next newsletter include the notice that members who have a slip but are not planning
on bringing boats in this year should contact float chairmen Al or Bob Bailey so that we can plan better and move
fewer boats during the season.

Outboard Float Committee

Bob Bailey reported that one electrician was in to do the electrical work on the floats this past week, and that Doug
Whelan was authorized to buy what is needed for rest of electrical work. The outboard floats will probably be all
set in next two weeks, as far as electrical work and finishing the decking is concerned. Water hookups may take
longer.

Regatta Committee

Frank Antonelli reported that all the plans for Opening Night, to be held at the club on June 6th, are ready, except
for the liquor permit which Dave Greenwood will look into. The only need now is to sell more tickets.

There will be a Texas hold 'em tournament on Friday night, May 8th. These tournaments will be held on the 2nd
Friday of every month; Frank is also trying to set up regular poke nights every other Saturday.

Safety (WB)

Walter Belushko noted that there has been recall on Kidde XL Fire Extinguishers sold between 10/07 and 04/08,
models: FX340SC, FX 340H, FX340GW, XL5MR, FX210R, FX340SC-2, FX201W, XK2.5TCZ-4, E-340-3.
There will be notices posted on the bulletin board and available at the General Member meeting about this.

Walter further noted that Loran C will be ended as of 1/1/2010. Coasties are already being moved from stations.
Tall Ships still slated to come in July, with at least 10 of the big square riggers, plus 30-40 others. These will be
going to the Fish Pier, not Falcon pier. There is talk of having to buy a button, such as is done for First Night, to get
on board to see the ships.

Walter has got safety stickers for inspections (Coast Guard Auxiliary); he will be doing inspections in a couple of
weeks.

Unfinished business

Dave Greenwood noted that on several occasions the club house has been trashed; cans & bottles have been left
around, spillage on tables and floors, bathrooms left a mess. Dave pointed out that the stewards are not employed to
pick up after members. A discussion followed on how best to detect which members and guests are leave the club
house in good shape after visits, and how to deter future misuse of the premises.

Paul Polito moved that Motion:

All Officers and BOD members shall have access to the security cameras on the premises of the DYC; on viewing a
recording of rule breaking, perpetrators will be brought before the Board of Directors for an appropriate penalty, up
to and including expulsion from club.

This motion was unanimously agreed by the Board.

New Business

Lee Perry has received a bill from our attorneys Sullivan and Sullivan for work between 4/15/09 and 5/1/09 for
$4100.00 related to the Boyce lawsuit. Total legal fees over past 12 mos. for this issue have been $11,000.00

Lee requested that his proposal to change Article XXIV of the by-laws be postponed and that it be voted on in the
June meeting. This is because the form in which it originally appeared in the April newsletter was a summary only,
and did not meet the requirements for a properly warned article change.

The proposed change is listed below:



Proposed change to Article XXIV Covering Life membership on page BL-45 dated 7/14/83.

Section 1: A member having continuously paid dues as a Regular Member in good standing for thirty-five (35)
years shall automatically become a Life Member and shall be free annual dues and assessments. (remove the words
"and assessments" ).

Section 2: All individuals who were Members and/or Associate Members prior to January 1, 1978, after twenty-five
(25) years of having continuously paid dues as a Regular Member in good standing shall automatically become a
Life Member and shall be free from annual dues and assessments. (remove the words: "and assessments™ ).

Section 3: All Life Members who are active in the club in that they have paid either a lease or sub-lease for either a
slip or a locker, in the 12 months either preceding or following the Oct 1 billing date of an assessment, shall be
liable to that particular billing assessment, else they shall be free from that particular billing assessment. (new
section).

The Board directed that this be listed, in full, in the May newsletter, so that it can be voted on by the membership at
the June meeting.

Dave Greenwood pointed out that we have two major jobs ahead of us, fixing the main deck outside the club house
and the lockers, and dredging the harbor; both of these jobs will require assessments of the membership. While
acknowledging that the dredging is the more important of the two tasks, he noted that the needed permits for the
locker work are done and ready. Putting off the locker work will likely increase the ultimate cost (the last estimate
for the locker/deck repair was $125,000.00). Dave will get an updated price on this job.

Dredging the bay is estimated to cost between $500,000 to $1.5 million.

A vigorous discussion followed, but it was decided to table the discussion on which task to pursue first for a later
meeting.

Frank Antonelli observed that the current $50.00 fine for missing a watch is not deterring absenteeism. Al
Chouinard suggested that the cost be the same as missed work hours, i.e., $200.00 for missing a four-hour watch.
Following discussion, the Board voted to propose the following change to the watch.

Motion:

That the security watch hours be from 7 p.m. to 11 p.m. year round (June through August excluded when no watch
is scheduled). The fine for a missed watch will be $100.00.

This motion is to be posted in the May newsletter, so that it can be voted on in the June 2009 General member
meeting.

Jack Donegan asked if the Board would like him to look into getting some good red and green bouys (2 each) plus a
no wake marker for the channel in the bay, which would cost approximately $2000.00. All voted in favor of Jack
looking into this.

Finally, Walter Belushko informed us that there was a Shipwreck lecture about World War II U-boat activity at the
Weymouth ElksLodge in East Weymouth, 1197 Washington St., on May 28 at 7 p.m. There is no charge for this
event.

Meeting was adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
